College of the North Atlantic, Happy Valley-Goose Bay Campus’s application for 3 
service, attached to this application as Schedule 3, has an estimated peak 4 
demand of 771 kW for electrification of their heating system. Their existing 5 
peak demand is approximately 340 kW; providing this service will result in an 6 
increase of approximately 431 kW to the current estimated peak demand. 7
