A. The number of service extensions in Newfoundland and Labrador Hydro’s (“Hydro”) rural 7 

regions is influenced by factors such as personal income levels, general municipal capital 8 

investment, and population dynamics. At this time, it is not known by Hydro whether the 9 

COVID-19 pandemic will have a measurable impact on these factors or what the directional 10 

impact would be on the number of service extensions. Hydro is not currently anticipating a 11 

change in the number of service extensions in the near term due to the COVID-19 pandemic. 12
