a) Please explain why this expenditure is needed including all assumptions, reliability
criteria applied, and expected improvement resulting from the $150 million

expenditure.

b) Does this expenditure relate to an n-1 or n-2 planning criterion. If n-2, why?

The requirement for this expenditure is to secure the Island Interconnected System under the
scenario defined by the Labrador-Island Link (“LIL”) shortfall analysis, which explores a six-week
outage of the LIL during the winter.
