WHEREAS on September 01, 2005 the Applicant submitted for the Board’s review and 16 

decision a Category 2 automobile insurance rate filing; and 17

WHEREAS on March 30, 2006, following review by the Board of the supporting 19 

material, responses to information requests, consultants’ reports and all other information 20 

relevant to the filing, the Board issued Order No. A.I. 3 (2006); and 21

WHEREAS Order No. A.I. 3 (2006) set out the Board’s findings in respect to the filing 23 

and requiring the Applicant to resubmit a revised rate proposal based on indications flowing 24 

from the findings of the Board; and 25

WHEREAS on April 20, 2006 the Applicant resubmitted its rate proposal based on the 27 

Board’s findings; and 28

WHEREAS on May 3, 2006 the Applicant revised its April 20, 2006 submission to 1 

address certain issues; and 2

WHEREAS on May 3, 2006 the Board’s actuarial consultants reported that the revised 4 

rate proposal was based on the factors and parameters determined by the Board to be reasonable 5 

and supported by the information submitted in connection with the filing; and 6

WHEREAS the Board is satisfied that the revised rate proposal reflects rates no higher 8 

than justified on the basis of the available information. 9 

 10 

IT IS THERFORE ORDERED THAT: 11 

 12 

1. The revised rate proposal received by the Board on April 20, 2006 and amended on May 13 

3, 2006 is approved with base rates as follows: 14

effective as of August 1, 2005 as set out in legislation. 3
