WHEREAS on July 18, 2008 the Board’s actuarial consultants reported that the revised rate 24 
proposal was based on the factors and parameters determined by the Board to be reasonable and 25

WHEREAS the Board is satisfied that the revised rate proposal reflects rates which are no 28 
higher than justified on the basis of the available information. 29
